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Proceedings of the Annual General Body Meeting of Karnataka Posts and
Telecommunications Pensioners’ Association held on 17.6.2017

The 22nd Annual General Body Meeting
of Karnataka Posts and Telecommunications
Pensioners’ Association was held at NGOs
Hall, Cubbon Park, Bengaluru on 17 June 2017.

Morning Session:

The Morning Session started at 10
AM. President of the Association Shri G.Babu
declared the AGB open as there was quorum.
Shri K.B.Krishna Rao , Secretary, welcomed
the gathering.

2. Shri Krishna Rao presented the minutes of
the last AGB held on 4.6.2017, which had
been published in June 2016 issue of
Pensioners’ Champion. The minutes were
confirmed without any discussion.

3. He also presented the Annual report for
2016-17, which was published in May 2017
issue of Pensioners’ Champion along with
Annual Accounts  and Auditor's report for  the
year 2016-17 for consideration  and adoption
by the House. The President stated that though
the Annual Report could be taken as read
since it was already published in the
Association’s Journal it should still be read to
bring the report to the notice of all those present
in the AGBM. The Secretary read out the
report and explained some of the points
mentioned in the report. The names of the
deceased members were read out and one
minute silence was observed in memory of the
departed souls. The treasurer Sri K R Anantha
Ramu, placing the books of accounts,
requested the members to seek information,
details or clarifications required, in any, on the
Annual Accounts and Auditor’s report .Then
the AGB adopted  the Annual Report and
Annual Accounts for 2016-17 unanimously.

4. Shri Krishna Rao made an appeal for
donations to the Building Fund. He explained
how the Association got a site in Telecom
Layout, Srirampura, off New Airport Road
allotted by the Telecom Employees Housing

Society Ltd and how ‘Pensioners’ Bhavan was
constructed  in 2012.  He said that the vacant
portion in the front of the building has also
been allotted and the Association is going to
build an annexe to the main building. He
thanked Shri G.Babu, who is also the President
of the above Society, for allotting the site and
for extending help in obtaining sanctions for
building the annexe. The Association has
received 23 lakh rupees already in response
to its appeals in the journal and another
25 lakh rupees is needed for construction of
a big hall on the second floor. He made fervent
appeal to the members to donate generously,
as many would get pension arrears as a result
of 7th CPC revision Order  dated 12.5.2017.

Open Session:

5. The Open Session commenced at 10.45
AM. Shri Krishna Rao, Secretary,  delivering
his welcome speech, introduced the Chief
Guest, Dr.Charles Lobo, Chief Postmaster
General, Karnataka Circle. He said that it gives
great pleasure to learn that Dr. Lobo is from
Mangaluru  the  coastal  City of the State of
Karnataka. He, before assuming the top position
in the Karnataka Postal Circle had headed
several postal divisions and important positions.
Dr. Lobo’s simplicity and his down to earth
attitude mark him as an officer who is easily
approachable and have endeared him to the
postal staff and pensioners. Sri Rao said that
under Dr. Lobo’s stewardship, Karnataka Post
is sure to see all-round development.
Mentioning about the alacrity with which revision
of 6th CPC pension of pre-2006 pensioners was
made by the Director of Postal Accounts,
Shri Rao requested the Chief PMG to instruct
the concerned officers to ensure
implementation of Pension Department’s OM
dated 12-5-2017 on revision of pension of pre-
2016 pensioners as quickly as possible. The
Secretary then introduced the Guest of Honour
Shri A.N.Balaram, President, Coffee Board
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Pensioners’ Association. Shri Balaram retired
as Secretary, Coffee Board. He is 92 years
old, but is as enthusiastic about the welfare
of pensioners as he was when he started. He
heads the Federation of Pensioners’
Associations of Statutory and Autonomous
Bodies and is very actively involving himself
in the movement in Karnataka. Shri Balaram
ably assisted by Shri T V Suryaprakash,
Secretary, Coffee Board Pensioners’
Association is leaving no stone unturned in
seeking implementation of 7 th CPC
recommendations to the pensioners of
Autonomous bodies. Shri Rao, stated that
Shri Balaram despite his advancing age
participates in every agitation to focus the
attention of the Central government on
extension of 7th CPC benefits to the pensioners.
The Secretary welcomed the Advisors to the
Association viz., Shri B.Sadashiva Rao,
Shri N.Bhaskaran, and Shri M.Ramiah.
Representatives of other Pensioners’
Association affiliated to CCCGPA and the
representatives from the neighboring States of
Andhra Pradesh and Tamil Nadu and all the
members who attended the AGB were also
welcomed. The gathering which included many
who had come from places outside the City
of Bengaluru, was larger than any in the
previous annual meetings.

6. As a part of Swachh Bharath Abhiyan, a
Government initiative, the ‘Swachh Bharath
Pledge’ was taken by all at the General Body.
Shri Krishna Rao then read out the greeting
messages received from various Pensioners’
Associations, including Bharath Pensioners
Samaj, and Confederation of Central
Government Employees and Workers and
many individuals.

7. The Chief Guest released the ‘Supplement
to Compendium’ formally. Before that,
Shri Krishna Rao explained briefly about the
supplement. The 7 th CPC recommended
2 options for pre-2016 pensioners and, while
option 1 was referred to a Committee for
examination of the feasibility of its

implementation, option 2, i.e. multiplication of
the existing pension by 2.57, was implemented
and arrears paid on 31.8.2016. The said
Committee submitted its recommendations and
the Government accepted and issued an order
on 12.5.2017 for revision of pension of all pre-
2016 pensioners with effect from 1.1.2016.
Accordingly, the last pay drawn will be re-fixed
notionally from the date of retirement as on
each CPC implementation date i.e. 1.1.1986,
1.1.1996, 1.1.2006 and 1.1.2016 and the
notional pay thus arrived at will be halved and
fixed as the basic pension w.e.f.1.1.2016. The
Association has prepared a ‘Ready Reckoner’
of the pay fixation tables as per the order,
giving the notional pay as on 1.1.2016 for all
pensioners. It is a supplement to the 8th edition
of the Compendium published in 2013. It
contains 112 pages, priced at Rs.90/- and will
be supplied free with the Compendium, costing
Rs.250/- However, for those who do not want
to buy the Compendium, the supplement will
be sold separately. The Chief Guest released
the supplement and distributed a copy to all
on the dais.

8. Dr. Charles Lobo , CPMG was felicitated by
the President Shri G.Babu and the Advisors.
He was garlanded and presented with a shawl
and fruit basket. Shri Babu presented him a
memento, with a citation for exemplary work
done by Dr.Lobo in the cause of service to the
staff and pensioners and for his absorbing
interest in team work.

9. Dr.Charles Lobo, addressing the gathering
in his speech, said that he was honoured and
pleased to accept the invitation and thanked
the association for choosing him to  be the
Chief Guest. That he has worked in various
capacities in Karnataka before and he is happy
to see so many familiar faces in the audience.
That he is very much interested in pensioners
and that he always makes it a point to meet
old colleagues, who have retired. That he is
impressed with the work done by KP&TPA,
especially the construction of ‘Pensioners’
Bhavan’. He also praised the efforts put forth
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in preparing the Compendium on pension and
now its supplement. He called it a great
achievement and said that he has a copy of
the Compendium with him. He said that,
whenever he is working in the Circle, he
receives a copy of Pensioners’ Champion also
and that he finds both the books interesting
and informative.  He was sure that pensioners
will benefit from the new supplement. He said
that there are nearly 17000 Postal and 8000
DoT pensioners in the Circle, as stated by the
Secretary and the implementation of the latest
order for revision of pension of all pensioners
is a big job. However, he assured that he would
do whatever possible. That he will direct the
DA (P) to expedite the work. He concluded his
speech by wishing the association all success.
He advised the pensioners to be active and
wished all the members a long, happy and
healthy life.

10. Shri A.N.Balaram, President, Coffee Board
Pensioners’ Association was felicitated by the
Chief Guest. He was also presented with a
memento along with garland, shawl and fruit
basket. Shri Rao read out the citation in the
memento which praised Shri Balaram for his
outstandingly tireless work in the cause of
pensioners. Shri Balaram spoke briefly. He
thanked the Association for the felicitation. He
explained that he came into contact with Shri
N.Bhaskaran and  Shri B.Sadashiva Rao in
2002-03 when Coffee Board Pensioners’
Association was affiliated to CCCGPA. He
praised the CCCGPA in preparing the Common
Memorandum for 6th CPC and 7th CPC. He
gratefully acknowledged the guidance given by
these veterans. He said that KP&TPA has
been of immense support in all matters. He
said that, for the first time in CPC history,
though 7th CPC benefits are given to employees
of Statutory and Autonomous Bodies,
pensioners have been denied the same. That
his association has formed a united forum of
similar associations to fight common causes.
That they have been seeking the help of MPs
and other leaders and hope to get their

grievances settled. That they have held
peaceful demonstrations and that there will be
another one on 23.6.2017 and requested
Shri K.B.Krishna Rao to lead them and
requested all to be present. He advised the
pensioners to be united come what may. He
assured help and cooperation to KP&TPA
whenever needed and wished AGB success.

11. Shri K.B.Krishna Rao made a brief mention
of the help given by Shri G.Babu in his capacity
as the President of Telecom Employees
Housing Cooperative Society not only in
granting the site earlier and now, but also in
registration of site, khata transfer, plan
approval. He said that, but for the help of
Shri Babu and the Housing Society Office
Bearers, the ‘Pensioners’ Bhavan would not
have come to exist. Therefore, the Executive
Committee of the Association chose him as
the fittest person to unveil the Foundation
Stone of the Annexe. He was most reluctant,
but was persuaded in the end. Shri G.Babu
unveiled the foundation stone, placed on the
dais in the presence of Dr.Charles Lobo, the
Chief Guest.

12. The Chief Guest then felicitated
Shri G.Babu with garland, shawl and fruits. He
presented him with a memento, citing the
achievements of Shri Babu as a leader in
trade union, cooperative movement, and in
social, educational and cultural fields.

13. As has been the practice for the past 2
decades, this year also, 10 meritorious students
of Government Higher Primary School,
Yelahanka were awarded with cash prize of
Rs.1000/- each for having secured the first
three places in 5th, 6th and 7th standards. Also,
there was a prize for the highest marks scored
in Kannada language in 7th standard. The
envelopes containing the cash  were given
away  by Dr.Charles Lobo, Shri A.N.Balaram,
Shri G.Babu, Shri.B.Sadashiva Rao,
Shri N.Bhaskaran and Shri M.Ramiah. The
students were accompanied by two teachers.
Smt. Anusuya Devi Head Mistress thanked
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the Association and Shri Vittal Rao for helping
the school.

14. As a part of the tradition for the past
several years, members of the association
aged 75 years and above were felicitated at
the function. This year, 48 members were
felicitated and presented with garland, shawl
and fruit basket in batches by Dr.Charles Lobo,
the Chief Guest and other dignitaries present.
On behalf of the felicitated members,
Shri N.Ramaiah, Dr.Raghumohan and
Shri Arunachalam spoke thanking the
association for the felicitation and in
appreciation of the work being done by it.
Presence of Sri Halwadia who had come all
the way from Sihor town in Gujarat and
Sri MRV Nath from Chennai among the
members to be felicitated   on attaining 75
years of age received attention and
appreciation.

14. The following members, representing
various Associations, were also honoured on
the occasion. S/S O.M.Bhaskaran,  Secretary,
Income Tax Pensioners’ Association,
P.Gangadhara Rao,  Dy.General Secretary,
All India BSNL Pensioners’ Welfare
Association, Janardanan  Secretary, Survey
of India Pensioners’ Association,
Sri Durgaprasad Rao, Secretary, Central Excise
Pensioners’ Assn. P.M. Parameshwaraiah,
Secretary Central Govt. Pensioners’
Association Mysuru, Periah, President All India
postal and RMS Pensioners’ Association,
Andhra Pradesh Circle, N V Rao Vice
President, Ongole division, K .S Venugopalan
Retd. ACAO, D.V. Padubidri, Retd. Dy CCA,
DoT, Sadananda, Retd. ACAO,DA(P)
A.Srinivasa,  Circle Secretary AIRMSEU Group-
C & Director MCECHS Ltd, Dattatreya and
C.V.Manjunatha, Directors, Telecom
Employees Housing Society Ltd. They all
thanked the Association for the felicitation.

15. Shri K.B.Krishna Rao proposed vote of
thanks, thanking CPMG for consenting to be
the Chief Guest and for releasing the
supplement to the Compendium; Shri Babu for

unveiling the foundation stone of Annexe to
Pensioners’ Bhavan and conducting AGB;
advisors, felicitated guests and their family
members, all visitors and the audience.

16. The Open Session ended at 1.30 PM.
Lunch was served to all.

Afternoon Session:

17. The afternoon session i.e. the Subject
Committee Meeting started at 2.30 PM. The
agenda items were

(1) 7th CPC (2) Construction of Annexe to
Pensioners’ Bhavan(3) CGHS, CS (MA) Rules
and FMA   (4) Legal matters (5) Any other
subject

18. 7th CPC: Shri Krishna Rao initiated the
discussion by explaining in detail the present
position. He said that there are issues of 6th

CPC still pending and that they would be
pursued. He said that with the issue of OM
dated 12-5-2017 by DoP&PW, most of the
anomalies like computation of pension on
average emolument instead of on emoluments
last drawn and pro-rata pension for less than
33 years of service will be resolved. Sri MS
Venkataramaiah, had a query regarding pre-
2016 pensioners of DoT as to who should be
contacted about revision of pension. Shri Rao
replied that DoT retirees are on par with CG
pensioners. The CCA should have the relevant
records and should do the revision of pension.
Smt. K.S. Vijaya Lakshmi, AO Retd, O/o CCA,
clarifying the position with regard to preservation
of service records informed that  in respect
of retirees from the O/o CGMT, the records
should be available with the O/o the CGMT
like  SSAs keeping the records of non-gazetted
staff. Revision of pension and issuance of
revised PPOs must however be done by the
CCA in respect of all pre-2016 DoT pensioners.

Shri  D.V.Padubidri , Dy. CCA (Retd) explained
as to how to calculate the pension as on
1.1.2016. Shri M.R.V.Nath intimated that, in
Chennai, AIFPA has devised a format for Civil
Defence pensioners and that they can fill it
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and submit it to the concerned. Shri Rao said
that with the 12.5.2017 order, hopefully all the
anomalies will be dissolved.

19. CGHS: Shri Rajagopalan complained that
online registration is not at all working well and
it should be abolished. He suggested that a
single phone line should be there where by
giving the card number, the registration should
be done on ‘first come first served’ basis like
gas booking. Shri V.M.Shetty requested that
the six month renewable cards should be
stopped and all should get permanent plastic
cards. Shri Rao replied that online registration
was introduced in Bengaluru and the general
opinion is that it is useful. Shri Rajagopalan’s
suggestion that 3 days each should be given
for online registration and manual registration,
will be taken up. Sri M S Venkataramaiah
opined that online reservation for consultation

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Notional pay fixation – clarification on
stagnation increment

As stated in the under mentioned OM
from the Department of Pension&PW stagnation
increment is not to be taken into account for
fixation of notional pay for revision of pension.

Hence the notional pay indicated in the
tables in the supplement corresponding to the
stage above the maximum of the respective
pay scales is not to be considered for notional
pay fixation for revision of pension as per OM
dated 12-5-2017.

Government of India - Ministry of Personnel, Public
Grievances and Pensions Department of Pension &

Pensioners Welfare O M No.45/86/97-P&PW (A)-
Part III dated 19th March 1999.

Implementation of Government’s
decision on the recommendations of the
Fifth Central Pay Commission-Revision of
pension of pre-1986 pensioners/family
pensioners - Clarification

The undersigned is directed to refer to
this Department’s Office Memorandum of even
No. dated 10th February, 1998 as amended
from time to time and to say that a number
of references are being received in this
Department for seeking clarification in regard
to emoluments to be taken into account for
fixation of pay on notional basis on 1.1.1986
in the case of pre-1986 retirees as also for the
purpose of revision of their pension based on
this notional pay. The matter has been
considered in consultation with the Ministry of
Finance, Department of Expenditure, who had
promulgated Central Civil Services (Revised
Pay) Rules, 1986. The position in regard to the
various points raised is indicated as follows :-

POINTS RAISED

1. Whether stagnation increment has to be
taken into account or not while fixing pay of

the retired Government servants on notional
basis w.e.f. 1.1.1986.

CLARIFICATION

Notional pay of the retired Government
servants should be fixed in terms of Rule 7
of Central Civil Services (R.P.) Rules, 1986
viz. by increasing the existing emoluments
(As defined in rules ibid) by 20% of the basic
pay and then the pay should be fixed in the
revised scale at the next stage. Stagnation
increment will not be taken into account while
fixing notional pay as on 1.1.1986.

POINTS RAISED

Whether stagnation/increments are
admissible in addition to notional pay fixed as
on 1.1.1986.

CLARIFICATION

No stagnation increment will be
admissible over and above the pay fixed on
notional basis as on 1.1.1986.

POINTS RAISED

Whether special pay, Deputation
Allowance, Personal Pay, Desk Allowance etc.
which have not been treated as emoluments
for the purpose of fixation of notional pay
under Central Civil Services (Revised Pay)
Rules, 1986 should continue to be treated as
emoluments for the purpose of computation of
revised pension on the basis of pay fixed on
notional basis.

CLARIFICATION

Under Rule 33 of Central Civil Services
(Pension) Rules, 1972 w.e.f. 1.1.1986 the
expression ‘Emoluments’ means basic pay as
defined in Rule 9 (21) (a) (i) of the Fundamental
Rules which a Government servant was
receiving immediately before his retirement or
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on the date of his death and also includes non-
practising allowance granted to Medical Officers
in lieu of private practice. FR 9(21) (a) (i) reads
as follows :-

‘Pay’ means the amount drawn monthly
by a Government servant as (i) The pay, other

than special pay or pay granted in view of his
personal qualifications, which has been
sanctioned for a post held by him substantively
or in an officiating capacity, or to which he is
entitled by reason of his position in a cadre.

Restoration of full pension of absorbee pensioners in view of the
order dated 01.09.2016 of Hon’ble Supreme Court in Civil Appeal

No. 6048/2010 and Civil Appeal No. 6371/2010.

OFFICE MEMORANDUM

The undersigned is directed to say that
in accordance with the instructions which
existed before 31.03.1995, a Government
servant, on absorption in a Public Sector
Undertaking or an Autonomous Body, had the
option to draw pro-rata gratuity and a lump
sum amount in lieu of pension. The option
regarding payment of lump sum amount in lieu
of monthly pension on absorption in a PSU or
autonomous body was available in terms of
the instructions issued vide Department of
Expenditure’s O.M. No. 26(18)-E.V(B)/75 dated
08.04.1976, Department of Personnel &
Training’s O.M. No. 28016/5/85-Estt.(C) dated
31.01.1986 and Department of Pension &
Pensioners’ Welfare’ O.M. No. 4(12)/85-P&PW
dated 31.03.1987. This option was also
available to Government employees on
absorption in PSU or autonomous bodies of
the State Governments and Joint Sector
undertakings in terms of this Department’s
O.M. No. 4/43/88-P&PW(D) dated 16.10.1989.
The terms and conditions for absorption of
Government employees consequent on
conversion of a Government Department into
a PSU or autonomous body issued vide this
Department’s O.M. No. 4/18/87-P&PW(D)
dated 5.7.1989 also provided for a similar option
of lump sum payment in lieu of monthly
pension.

2. In accordance with Rule 37-A of the Central
Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1972,
incorporated vide Department of Expenditure’s
Notification No. 44(1)-E.V.171 dated
09.04.1973, on exercise of the above option,
an employee was entitled to a lump sum
amount not exceeding the commuted value of
one-third of the pension and terminal benefit
equal to twice the aforesaid lump-sum amount,

subject to the condition that the Government
servant surrendered his right of drawing two-
thirds of his pension.

3. The option to draw a lump sum amount in
lieu of pension was withdrawn vide this
Department’s O.M. No. 4/42/91-P&PW(D)
dated 31st March, 1995. Accordingly, the
erstwhile Rule 37-A was omitted from the
CCS(Pension) Rules, 1972 vide Notification
No. 4/42/91-P&PW(D) dated 25.06.1997.

4. In implementation of the Order dated
15.12.1995 of Hon’ble Supreme Court in WP(C)
No. 11855/85, instructions were issued vide
this Department’s O.M. No. 4/3/86-P&PW(D)
dated 30.09.1996 for restoration of one-third
commuted portion of pension of Government
servants who had drawn lump sum payment
on absorption in a PSU/autonomous body.
Further instructions were issued, from time to
time, for computation and revision of the one-
third restored pension of such absorbee
pensioners and for payment of the attendant
benefits like dearness relief, etc. to such
absorbee pensioners. Orders for revision of
the one-third restored pension w.e.f. 01.01.2006
of such absorbee pensioners were issued vide
this Department’s O.M. No 4/38/2008-
P&PW(D) dated 15/09/2008, O.M. No. 4/30/
2010-P&PW(D) dated 11.07.2013. and O.M.
No. 4/38/2008-P&PW(D) dated 04/08/2016.
These absorbee pensioners were, however,
entitled to dearness relief and age-related
additional pension based on the notional full
pension.

5. Hon’ble High Court of Judicature of Madras,
in its judgement dated 02-08-2007 in Writ
Petition no. 22207/2002 filed by one
Shri. K. Ganesan, an officer in the office of
Controller General of Accounts, held that

Restoration of
full pension of

PSU absorbees
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surrendering of the right for drawal of 2/3rd of
Pension after its commutation, as provided
under Rule 37-A (b), was repugnant to Section
12 of the Pensions Act, 1871 and that the
petitioner was lawfully entitled for the restoration
of his pension after the expiry of the period of
commutation of 2/3rd pension. Hon’ble High
Court, accordingly, directed restoration of
2/3rd pension and payment of arrears
accordingly.

6. An SLP(Civi1) No. 4054/2008 (converted
into Civil Appeal No. 6048/2010) was filed by
the Union of India challenging the aforesaid
order dated 02-08-2007 of Hon’ble High Court
of Judicature of Madras. In its order dated
1.9.2016, Hon’ble Supreme Court found no
justification to interfere with the order dated
02.08.2007 of Hon’ble High Court directing
restoration of 2/3rd pension in respect of the
respondent (Shri K. Ganesan), after the expiry
of the requisite period of commutation. The
Civil Appeal No. 6048/2010 was accordingly
dismissed by Hon’ble Supreme Court. In the
said judgement dated 1.9.2016, similar direction
was passed by Hon’ble Supreme Court in the
Civil Appeal No. 6371/2010 for restoration of
2/3rd pension in respect of the petitioners,
Shri K.L. Dhall, an absorbed employee of
Ministry of Civil Aviation and member
pensioners of Welfare Association of Central
Government Officers, CAD Absorbed in PSU.

7. Review Petitions No. 465/2017 and No. 472/
2017 were filed by Union of India in the Supreme
Court against the aforesaid order dated
1.9.2016. Instructions were separately issued
to the office of Controller General of Accounts
and the Ministry of Civil Aviation vide OM
No.4/34/2002-P&PW(D).Vol.II dated 21-12-
2016 and OM No. 4/34/2002-P&PW(D).Vol.II
dt. 21-12-2016 respectively, for implementation
of the orders of Hon’ble Supreme Court in
respect of the petitioner/respondent pensioners
in the aforesaid Civil Appeals, subject to the
final outcome of the Review Petitions. The
aforesaid Review Petitions No. 465/2017 and

No. 472/2017 have been dismissed by Hon’ble
Supreme Court on 22.03.2017.

8. The matter has been examined in
consultation with the Department of Legal
Affairs and the Ministry of Finance (Department
of Expenditure). It has been decided to extend
the benefit of order dated 02-08-2007 of the
Hon’ble Madras High Court and the Order dated
0 1-09-2016 of the Hon’ble Supreme Court to
all similarly placed absorbee pensioners.
Accordingly, all such absorbee petitioners who
had taken 100% lump-sum amount in lieu of
pension on absorption in PSUs/Autonomous
Bodies in accordance with the then existing
Rule 37-A and in whose case 1/3rd pension
had been restored after 15 years, may be
allowed restoration of full pension after expiry
of commutation period of 15 years from the
date of payment of 100% lump-sum amount.

9. The absorbee pensioners whose full pension
is restored in terms of the above instructions
would also be entitled to revision of their pension
in accordance with the instructions issued from
time to time in implementation of the
recommendations of the Pay Commissions,
including the 7th Central Pay Commission.

10. In their application to the persons belonging
to the Indian Audit and Accounts Department,
these orders issue in consultation with the
Comptroller and Auditor General of India.

11. Ministry of Agriculture etc. are requested
to bring the contents of these Orders to the
notice of Controller of AccountsIPay &
Accounts Officers and Attached & subordinate
Offices under them on a top priority basis and
for taking necessary action for implementation
of the above instructions. All pension disbursing
offices are also advised to prominently display
these orders on their notice boards for the
benefit of pensioners.
